Daily Meditation for Sunday, February 9, 2025

Verse: [saiah 6:1 — "In the year that King Uzziah died, | saw the Lord sitting on a throne, high and lofty; and

the hem of his robe filled the temple."

Daily Meditation for Tuesday, February 11, 2025

Meditation: Jesus invited Simon to cast his net into deeper waters, and the catch was abundant. Trust in
God's guidance, even when it defies logic, and witness His provision.

Daily Meditation for Thursday, February 13, 2025

circumstances. Where is God asking you to persist?
